1. Policy 30: Identifying and promoting hinger density and mixed use development — district
plans (page 97)

“locations” and strongly support retention of thesges as stated.

That the explanatory notes following Policy 30/urting the definition of “locations”, be
retained in their entirety for the reason that¢hestes provide definition and clarification of

the policy intent. They are intended to provideGuncils with guidance in the
implementation of both Policy 30 and Policy 55.

and regional form, it may not provide the best oate for Upper Hutt, or for future
generations of residents in Maymorn and the Marey¥adley .

» The requirement to implement specific policies ag(s) of any rolling review of a
Council’s District Plan is strongly supported ami@aimum requirement and must be
retained.

That all Councils, including the UHCC, should bguieed to incorporate the provisions of

the Regional Policy Statement into their respeciharict Plans at the eariest opportunity.
