Bus Park and Ride

A number of criteria have been developed by Booz Allen and Hamilton Limited to select promising bus park and ride sites.  These criteria include the site having:

· A higher frequency service

· ​An express bus service

· a large catchment area

· land available on or near the bus route

· a location just inside a fare boundary
