Determining Communities of Interest

Purpose

To consider the communities of interest that exist within the Wellington Region for the purposes of determining regional representation.

Background and Comment
Attached for further consideration by the Subcommittee is Report 00.103 (Attachment 1) which contains a detailed analysis of the communities of interest within the region, using the following four Regional Council functions as criteria:

· transport planning

· whole catchment management

· biosecurities

· conservation forestry/bulk water

There was insufficient time to fully discuss this report at the Subcommittee’s first meeting.  Councillors should take particular note of the suggestion that the Tawa Community Board area of Wellington City (see map at Attachment 2) and Porirua City share a number of common interests.

Recommendation


That for the purpose of preliminary consultation with territorial authorities and other stakeholders, the Subcommittee considers dividing the Wellington Region into the following communities of interest:

· Wellington City (excluding Tawa Community Board area)

· Lower Hutt City

· Upper Hutt City

· Porirua City/Tawa

· Kapiti Coast District

· Wairarapa (comprising Masterton, Carterton and South Wairarapa Districts and part of the Tararua District)
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
