Following flood events in 2004 and 2005 the
LWVDS moved the stopbank inland 20-30
metres over a 300 metre length using the
emergency powers of the RMA. This requires
the consideration of retrospective resource
consent.

Whakawiriwiri
Drain Upgrade

Mr Barton has always maintained that the
Whakawiriwiri Drain should be maintained by
the LWVDS. The drain is utilised following
large floods to drain a ponding area nearer
Georges Road. Cleaning the drain has been an
issue for both Barton and Jim Hedley.

Two resource consents were required to
achieve some cleaning and placing of culverts
around 2000.
