Wellington Regional Council has identified errorsdaomissions. The errors
and omissions are highlighted in this submissiowl #e corrections required
stated, so that any person can further submit, Idhthkey wish to do so, on
these matters.
The submission is organised in the order in whitdsé matters appear in the
document.

2. Policy 28: Avoiding subdivision and development in
areas at high risk from natural hazards — district plans

2.1 Correction
Include reference to regional plans in policy 28glside district plans.

2.1.1 Reason
Greater Wellington has responsibility (in accordamdth proposed policy 62)
for objectives, policies and methods, for the condf the use of land, to avoid
or mitigate natural hazards in the coastal marmea and the beds of lakes and
rivers. Policy 28 therefore applies to regional ngla District plan have
responsibility for other land in accordance witbgosed policy 62.

3. Section 5.2 Anticipated environmental results

3.1 Correction
Add “or other purposes identified in the regionknd to the end of anticipate
environmental results:
» four alongside objective 6; and
* One, 2 and 3 alongside objective 12.

3.1.1 Reason

The anticipated environmental results are reshiés tan be expected to be
achieved from implementing the policies and methad$e policy statement.
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Anticipated environmental results 4 alongside dipjec6 and 1, 2 and 3
alongside objective 12 are outcomes from the implaation of proposed
policies 5, 11 and 39. These policies require thatregional plan not only
manage water bodies for aquatic ecosystem heatthwater quality in the
coastal marine area to sustain health aquatic stmag, but that the plan
manage for other purposes identified in the redipten. The later purposes
for management are not recognised in these anclgEnvironmental results.

The corrections to Appendix 1 are the result ofie@ing application of the
methodology outlined in the supporting docum&aiection of Rivers and
Lakes with significant indigenous ecosystems 2009

Application of the methodology for identifying chtoents with a high
proportion of vegetation cover is described afed:

Indigenous forest and scrub cover was calculatec&eh fourth order
catchment. For rivers and streams draining straighsea or to lakes these
criteria were applied down to the first order catetint scale.

A review of the methodology found errors had ocedrrin identifying
catchment orders. Some fifth order catchments heh broken down into
their fourth order components and this has now bmmrected. The review
across the entire region has identified an additioime areas for inclusion in
Appendix 1. One area has been deleted.

Application of the methodology for identifying catoents with threatened
native fish species was also reviewed. It involebdcking each record from
the New Zealand freshwater fish database “manuaRygviously records had
been examined by searching species names on the&Zbkdand freshwater fish
database “automatically”. Ten locations are deletrd five are added as a
result.

Application of the methodology for identifying chtoents with six or more

indigenous migratory fish species previously useyl site where three species
occurred and doubled it to extend the classificabwer a catchment. In the
revised application of this methodology, all fresiter fish records in the

region have been reviewed “manually”. The changesgyist in this submission

identify where six records of migratory fish specaxcur in a catchment. For
the Hutt River and Ruamahanga River, the critenbrsix or more records

applied to sub catchments of these rivers. Six aremecords already occur in
the main stems of the Hutt River and the Ruamah&ger. As a result of the

review, 25 locations are deleted from Appendix d awo are added.

The new symbol “*” will apply to the Hutt River antle Ruamahanga River.
The change is needed because the large size arddpateity of habitat in
these rivers make it appropriate to apply the gatfor threatened species and
