The Great Harbour Way concept is to have a contisusafe, signposted walkway and cycleway
around the whole perimeter of Te Whanganui-a-Ta&keHington Harbour from Fitzroy bay in the
east to Sinclair Head in the west.
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The section between Ngaraunga to Petone is atgriédriechnical brief has been written, seaward
side is preferred, waiting on input from Hutt C@puncil.

NZTA is investigating this section through the Tigée study (Grenada/Ngaraunga/Petone) and
commuter access needs to be a priority.

4.  Additional Agency Updates
4.1 ACC

Responseto the query on why ACC does not have a focus on cycling asit wasfelt that thereis
acycling safety issuein Wellington.

ACC base its injury prevention activities on whtrere are a lot of claims at a high cost, espaciall
serious injury claims. As far as the ACC claims@acerned the issues in Wellington City are
motor vehicle accidents at 41%, Pedestrians at @&@motorcycles at 16% so we need to be
working intensively in these areas. We do not leweresources with regards to cyclists and there
are other agencies working in this area. If thdisyinjuries and the cost of the claims in this

area increased dramatically to near the otherswigewould consider looking at this area with other
stakeholders.
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4.2 Wellington City Council

4.3 Vision Ltd — Cycle Cone Supplier

For your information we are currently producingieaproved version of the cone (without the
centre pole) and a new two piece canopy. Thisalliw us to try and keep the cost down (due to
increased steel prices) while at the same timedsppéhe production and installation times. The
new version should be ready within the next 10 days

Also the cycle cone canopy (if required) is powdeated in a colour of choice plus we are now
adding 8 x cables which are attached to the standytlists to use when locking their wheels and
frame to the stand using their own locks. The C@bae also features a how to; “Park and Lock”
signs.(Thisinformation is not detailed on our current brochure)

Greater Wellington, Kiwi Rail and Ontrack are catesing the cycle cone to provide cycle storage
solutions at the following railways stations: Wiefjton, Paremata, Plimmerton, Porirua and
Paraparaumu.

Others who are also interested are Wellington Cayncil, Absolutely Positively Wellington, I-Site
NZ and Victoria University.

The Walking Access Act
2008 that has new provisions for walkers has beented with the aim of providing the
public with free and enduring access to the outsldbcame into force on 30 September
2008 and repealed the New Zealand Walkways Act 1888 main difference between the
two is that the Department of Conservation's ralg inow been transferred to a new Walking
Access Commission (the commission). Public acaepsivate land remains subject to
negotiation and agreement with landholders, anegktiseno power to compulsorily acquire
land for public walkways. We will discuss if thasesufficient interest in this for it to be a
topic at the next forum.
