Welcome

Alastair Smaill (Project Manager, Ruahanga Whaitua Committee) opened the meeting
and welcomed everyone.

It was noted that the public was invited to pap@te with the committee members on the
meetings exercise of exploring Freshwater Managéhieits (FMUS).

Freshwater Management Units

Each committee member and others present wer¢ gaeaf six tables with a laminated
map of the Ruadhanga Catchment on it. With a whiteboard markeshegoup outlined
potential Freshwater Management Units (FMUs) orctitehment. Each tables then
reported back on what FMUs they had identified, \&hg any questions or concerns.

Summary

This is just a first step in assessing the appatpfMUs for the Ruaihanga whaitua. The
identification of FMUs will aid identification ofalues and objective setting. The number
and boundaries of FMUs may change during this m®ce

The groups identified on their maps between 3 aarckrthan eight FMUs depending, in
part, whether they were “lumpers” or “splitters”.

Some looked at land use as a starting point, oitarted with catchments and river types
or character.

In general, everyone agreed that the Tararua/Rkautanges were one FMU. One group
suggested separating the foothills. Several gradgtified Aorangi as being separate to
the other eastern hills and similar to the Tararuas

The north-east and eastern hills were grouped. Spmgs separated this area into two
while others had one.

In general, most groups agreed the central valley ene FMU. Some groups divided it
into two.

The question of urban areas as separate FMU’8lisggn and will be discussed further as
freshwater objectives are developed.
