The theme for Week 3 in Movin’March is:

The purpose of these activities is to make students aware that “active travel” is a really easy way for us to

reduce our carbon footprint. We can actively do something about climate change, by reducing our carbon
footprints and caring for our planet, Papattanuku.

«  Discuss how active journeys are good for the environment, e.g.: when we walk or wheel, there are
fewer cars which means less congestion, lower carbon emissions and pollution.
